I I arvey’s admission process is designed to provide each
applicant and his or her family with the opportunity to

get to know the School while the Admissions Committee learns
about the hopes, talents, and goals of the applicant. For an
applicant to be considered for admission to Harvey, completion

of the following steps is required:

+ Application: a two-part application with sections for the

student and the parent(s)

+ Interview: a family visit that includes student and parent

interviews and a campus tour

+ Transcript: an official school record sent to Harvey by the

applicant’s current school

+ School Recommendation: completed by the student’s

principal, advisor or counselor

+ Teacher Recommendations: one each from the student’s

English and math teachers

The student is also asked to submit a Writing Sample and the
parents are given an opportunity to write an Optional Essay
about their child. The application should be completed by both
applicant and his/her parent or guardian, and submitted with a
$50.00 Application Fee.

The admissions process begins officially when an application
is received by the Admissions Office and an interview is
arranged. Interviews may be scheduled on most weekdays
between 8:15 a.m. and 1:00 p.m. throughout the school

year. An interview usually takes at least 90 minutes and

consists of a student interview with the Director, a question
and answer session for the parents, and a family tour of the
School, usually conducted by a Harvey student. Although not
required, it is extremely helpful for the family to complete

the application before scheduling the interview. Applicants
are then invited back to Harvey to spend a day “shadowing” a

current student. A half or full-day visit can be arranged.

The School Recommendation and the two Teacher Recom-
mendation forms should then be given to the appropriate
school officials who should complete and return them along
with a current report card, a school transcript (if available), and

any standardized test results to the Harvey Admissions Office.

The Harvey School employs a rolling admissions policy whereby
decisions are made and families are notified when openings are
available. Because many of the upcoming year’s classes are filled
by March 1st, families are urged to submit their applications by
the end of December to give the Admissions Committee time to

review the candidate’s materials.

The Harvey School offers Financial Aid on the basis of need,
using an outside agency (SSS) to help assess each family’s
need. Families who wish to apply for financial assistance
should complete the enclosed Financial Aid Request Card
and return it to the Harvey Admissions Office or simply call
the Office for information. Applying for financial aid has no
bearing on a student’s application for admission. Admission
decisions are made on a need-blind basis and based on a
student’s qualifications and the likelihood that the student will
make a positive contribution to the Harvey community. An
applicant must be admitted to Harvey before financial aid

can be awarded.

To assist our Admissions Committee in fully
understanding the applicant and making an appropriate decision,
we ask that parents make arrangements for the Director of
Admissions to receive a copy of any standardized testing, and/
or educational or neuropsychological evaluation(s) before the

student’s application is reviewed.
